Sewer Tap Fees Jim Demming July 14, 2009

Approximately 50 notification letters were mailed to property owners in the Rock
Springs area informing them of the availability of sanitary sewers and the
requirements for connecting to the system. The letter also provided information
regarding the applicable fees and available financing option for the tap fee. Through
June 9*" four affected property owners have paid the tap fee to proceed forward with
connecting to the system. In addition, five property owners in the Bloomingdale area
have opted to utilize the financing option to fund the tap fee.

Engineering
Gibson Mill Road Realignment Hank Clabaugh July 29, 2009

Thomas has completed the final road grading and sub-grade compaction on all road
beds.

The curb and gutter and sidewalk are complete on the new Holston Valley connector
road, which will be named Ravine Road. The asphalt binder has been installed on new
Holston Valley connector road (Ravine Road). Final completion of this road will
coincide with the closing of Ravine Road at Cassel Drive with the cul-de-sac. This
roadway will be renamed Cherokee Village Drive.

Work is proceeding on the curb, gutter, and sidewalks on Cassel Drive.
The installation of all the steel work for the bridge deck is complete. The steel will be
tied-in over the next several weeks. Pouring of the concrete deck will start next week

and take approximately two weeks to complete. This work is for Contract 1.

The Greenbelt pedestrian bridge is complete and the old pedestrian bridge has been
demolished.

The existing/old Ravine Road (Cherokee Village Drive) will be permanently closed with
a cul-de-sac on September 1. The City and Hospital will begin sending out information
about this closing at least 30 days prior to closing.

Thomas Construction Co. is the contractor for both contracts (Contract 1 — Wellmont;
Contract 2 - City).

Final completion on Contract 1 is expected by the end of September.
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Netherland Inn Bridge Gary Dault July 30, 2009

Work left at this point includes installing the light poles on the bridge, replacing the
guardrail (wrong color was installed), and final coat of asphalt. Once the guardrail is
replaced, the asphalt will be completed.

Water/Sewer
Automated Meter Reading Chad Austin July 30, 2009

Approximately 26,700 (of approx. 35,000) meters have been changed out thus
far. Project is on schedule to be completed by end of October.

Vanguard (the installation contractor) is sending their large meter group to begin
rebuilds of the 3" & larger meters this week.

Meter reading with the new system is going well. The system has identified 37 leaks
on the customer side that would not have been detected otherwise. The customers
have been notified about those leaks.

Waterline Upgrades Chad Austin July 30, 2009

Waterline installation along Rock Springs Road is complete. John Adams Elem now has
the required fire protection. Work is still continuing in other areas for the project.

Peppertree Sewer Line Extension Chad Austin July 30, 2009

Sewer line construction is underway.

Airport Parkway Water Tank Rehab. Chad Austin July 30, 2009

Contractor is setting up at the tank site. Work should begin this week. Contractor
expects project to be completed in two months.

PUBLIC COMMENT ON ITEM VI.AA.5.
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of the City of Kingsport, Tennessee, Tuesday, July 21, 2009

Mr. David Peters, 216 Briarfield Drive, Kingsport, provided a petition signed by a
majority of the residents affected by who are in opposition to this annexation action and
explained why they are opposed.

Ensuing Board discussion covered the period of time in which residents are required,
once annexed, to hook onto City sewer if located within 200 feet of City sewer lines.
Regarding the increased cost due to City real property tax in addition to County taxes,
there is also the expense set-off of increased value in being on City sewer, as well as
decreased rates for City water and sewer for those within the City limits. Further
discussion cleared up a question that arose regarding school tuition moratorium and the
boundaries affected.

Mr. James L. Horne of 315 Parker Lane, Kingsport, owns part of an old family farm
located in this proposed annexation area and attended the June Planning Commission
meeting to express opposition to this annexation action.

Ms. Tonda Gladson of 364 Parker Lane, Kingsport, supports the annexation based on
the desire to have her son attend City schools. She mentioned areas of savings in
being part of the City and sees this annexation as an investment in both children and
the community.

Mr. Steve Kindle of 208 Briarfield Drive, Kingsport, spoke in support of the annexation
to allow his children to attend City schools and the increased value of his property.

Ms. Ginny McClellan of 372 Parker Lane, Kingsport, also spoke in support and
explained that City schools, as well as the increased ability of selling real property within
City limits because families want their children to attend City schools.

Mr. John Souther of 860 Mimosa Drive, Kingsport, owns a farm in the proposed
annexed area and believes the annexation will impair him from making a profit on his
property. He mentioned that restrictions imposed by the City would limit predator
control and he would no longer be able to discharge a firearm to prevent coyotes from
eating his calves. He would also like to avoid the additional City real property taxes.
City Attorney Billingsley explained that the Tennessee Wildlife Resources Authority
(TWRA) regulates hunting, even within the City limits and believes there is a special
provision for those with agricultural needs, depending on the zoning. City Planner
Meredith confiined that the property is currently zoned A-1 and, if annexed, would
continue by being “grandfathered” in. If property has greenbelt status, it will fall in the
lowest tax rate category. Mayor Phillips suggested Mr. Souther speak with Jeff
Fleming, Director of Development Services and Assistant City Manager for Economic
Development, about the greenbelt status of his property.

Ms. Kathy Rayfield of 380 Parker Lane, Kingsport, is in opposition of the annexation
because of the additional tax expense she will bear. She is on a fixed income and the
savings on sewer and water will not offset the increased tax burden.
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of the City of Kingsport, Tennessee, Tuesday, July 21, 2009

City Manager Campbell pointed out that this area’s residents currently enjoy a lower fire
insurance rate based on City fire protection and he unsure that the City can legally
continue to provide that service at no cost without annexation because serious policy
issues in doing so.

Mr. Nelson Hall of 304 Parker Lane, Kingsport, is also opposed because he is on a
fixed income and his children are grown. Mr. Hall pointed out that a noticeable parcel
was carved out of the proposed annexation—the Bailey property—and explained he
had been told, when he inquired at the Planning Commission meeting, that the property
was not included because Mr. Bailey didn't want to be included. He then questioned
why one person was allowed to opt out when the rest are not.

City Planning Director Alan Webb explained that he had dealt with Mr. Bailey and been
told Mr. Bailey had plans to develop the larger portion of the property and was not
aware, at that time, that the larger part was connected to the parcel included in the
subdivision. Mr. Webb further explained that the majority of the property fronts Holston
Valley Drive. He emphasized that Mr. Bailey was not given any preferential treatment.

He was further frustrated with the lack of detail included in the agreement’s terms.

Extensive Board discussion followed, some Board members in support of going forward
as presented, trusting that the Chamber and KCVB also support this agreement, and
other members believing the agreement needs to contain further specifics and
questioning whether the two organizations can effectively work together to serve the
community.

It was also pointed out that this
funding arrangement is approved annually and can be terminated, by either side, with
30 days notice.

WHEREAS, the corporate boundaries of the City of Kingsport are situated within the
boundaries of Sullivan County and Hawkins County; and

WHEREAS, the local property assessors have prepared assessment rolls of taxation on real,
personal and mixed property for the 2009 tax year; and

WHEREAS, a tax rate of $1.94 for Sullivan County and $2.24 for Hawkins County will generate
revenue adequate to support the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 budget. Now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF KINGSPORT, TENNESSEE, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION |I. That the City tax on every $100.00 assessed value of real, personal and
mixed property within the corporate limits of the City of Kingsport Sullivan County and not
exempt from taxation, shall be $1.94, to fund current operating expenses of the City
government, interest on bonded debt and other disbursements, which are legal obligations of
the City of Kingsport; that said taxes received for the year 2010 shall be expended in
accordance with the Annual Appropriation Ordinance.

SECTION Il. That the City tax on every $100.00 assessed value of real, personal and
mixed property within the corporate limits of the City of Kingsport Hawkins County and not
exempt from taxation, shall be $2.24, to fund current operating expenses of the City
government, interest on bonded debt and other disbursements, which are legal obligations of
the City of Kingsport; that said taxes received for the year 2010 shall be expended in
accordance with the Annual Appropriation Ordinance.

SECTION IIl. That this ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its
passage as the law directs, the public welfare requiring it.

Executive Summary:

The request is to amend section 114-68 of the the Kingsport City Code regarding the powers of
the Kingsport Board of Zoning Appeals. In review of the zoning code for Kingsport pertaining to
the Board of Zoning Appeals, staff realized that the powers granted by the ordinance which was
approved in 1981 by the Board of Mayor and Alderman limits the authority of the Board of
Zoning Appeals to grant only dimensional variances to property. This ordinance is considerable
more restrictive that what TCA 13-7-109 allows. Planning staff, at the request of the Board of
Zoning Appeals, asked the City Attorney to draft changes to the ordinance to reflect the state
provision of powers granted to the Board of Zoning Appeals. The Kingsport Regional Planning
Commission unanimously sent a favorable recommendation for this request during their June
18, 2009 meeting to the Board of Mayor and Alderman. The Notice of Public Hearing was
published July 3, 2009.
